If, for various logistical reasons, it proves to be difficult for you to return to your school/university to present your experience then we would like you to submit a 1000 word report to the ISA Charity website. 

Finally, if you have traveled with a GAP year organisation we would like you respond to our online questionnaire, rating the performance of the organisation. 

Part 5:  Award Terms and Conditions

Successful Applicants will:

1. Provide the ISA Charity with permanent contact details (e.g. parents' residential address and telephone number) as well as temporary contact details (whilst traveling and studying)

2. Provide the ISA Charity with a passport type photograph together with a 50 word pen portrait of themselves.

3. Provide an email address through which contact can be made

4. Attend an Induction Event to be held in July at ISA's offices in Central London

5. Maintain a record of their experiences when travelling

6. Keep in regular contact, preferably by email, with the ISA Charity

7. Become part of the ISA Charity Network 

8. Produce a final 1000-word Report to the ISA Charity and to their school/college/university in a format that can be published on the ISA website within a reasonable time of completing the project/travel assignment. 

9. Agree to the final report being published on the internet through the ISA Charity website.

10. Advise the ISA Charity if, for any reason, they are not able to travel on the intended date and return the full amount of the reward if requested. 

The ISA Charity will: 

Pay 80% of the value of your Award 30 days prior to your Departure date unless notified otherwise (e.g. payment to a Gap Year Organisation on a specific date) with the remaining 20% being payable on approval of your Final Presentation to the school and the submission of four short travel journals, both of which need to be completed within a reasonable time of your return. 

Please note that if, for any reason, you do not submit your Final Report within a reasonable time of your return from travelling, the ISA Charity reserves the right to re-allocate the outstanding balance.
